Some perhaps also hoped that some
help would be forthcoming in relation
to the details and the drafting of such
provisions, . '

owever, wWe are now on our own
again in this matter. The issue will
have to be decided right here. The
Commissioners acknowledged that
they found a majority in favour of
referendum provisions - that detsil
should carry some weight. The Com-
missioners’ reasons for rejecting the
idea ought to be considered af the
same time. :
