1ennox—Boyd stated that he sees the report —which recom-
mends sweeping changesto the colony s legislative composition,
as sound, yet still encourages “the fullest public debate. Her
Majesty’s Government will wish to have the benefit of the

reactions of the broadest possible cross-section of the Cayman
Islands community,” he said.

The Constitutional changes recommended:

I Changing the titles of the elected ExCo members to Minis-
ters;

8 Increasing the number of elected members of the Legislative
Assembly by three to 15;

@ Establishing no more then three posts of Parliamentary -
Secretary;

Recreating. the post of Chief Secretary who would be
appointed to ExCo;

Bl Increasing the number of ExCo Members from four to five;

B Changing the composition of ExCo to comprise the Gover-
nor (presiding), Chief Minister, Chief Secretary, Financial Sec-
Tetary, Attorney General and four Ministers;

& Designating the Speaker of the House to be chairman of
Figance Committee. The Governor is currently chairman.
